1. By 1 tonne of CO
2
 every year! Concerned for 

its environment, the Tourist Office has chosen the new Toyota 
Prius: driven by a hybrid petrol / electric engine, it is now  
the world’s least polluting mass-produced car. 

2. Yes. In its restaurants, the “Société de Restaurants d’Altitude” 
(company of high altitude restaurants) in Chamonix Valley 
uses compactors, sorts its waste and uses a range of 
disposable tableware in renewable and compostable material, 
made from maize starch or recycled wood fibre.

3. Daubenton’s bat, European badger, boreal lynx, 
red squirrel, least weasel, red deer, goshawk (bird of prey), 
Eurasian sparrowhawk, golden eagle, black grouse, 
Tengmalm’s owl, wild boar, roe deer, and marten. And 
above the treeline: chamois, ibex and marmot! Therefore  
it is important to obey certain rules when hiking, to share  
and preserve this natural environment.

4. 98.5% of the planet’s fresh water.

5. The ”lookout”, because it keeps a lookout while the others 
graze, and, when a danger arises, it makes a strident alarm 
whistling sound and, within a few seconds, all the colony 
disappears into the nearest refuge holes!

6. Brick-pack food cartons are recyclable and can be reused 
for example to make cardboard boxes and furniture.  
1 tonne of recycled food cartons saves 2 tonnes of wood!

7. The Mer de Glace is a glacier located on the north face 
of the Mont-Blanc chain and is formed by three smaller 
glaciers: the Tacul, Leschaux and Talèfre glaciers. Its total 
length is 7 km, it is around 200 metres thick, and its  
surface area is around 40 square km.

8. 1 kg, that is, twice as much as in 1960! So we must adopt
better practices: avoid buying over-packaged goods and sort 
recyclable waste by discarding it in the “Molok bins” that  
are available in numerous locations in the Chamonix area.
